	Tevya Griffin, Neighborhood Assistance & Planning Director, gave a presentation on “Department of Neighborhood Assistance & Planning Division of Code Enforcement.” The Power Point presentation is on file in the City Clerk’s Office. 

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CITIZENS

	Trena Lopez, Ward 1, stated she has received three warning tickets, from the Police Department, in regards to not parking in front of a stop sign located on the corner of her lot. She owns a trailer which is parked in her driveway and she can’t park there.  She is requesting City Council to have the stop sign moved to North 11th and West Cawson. 

	Pastor Dominick Holloway from Hopewell is requesting to use the old Social Services Building for ministry. He stated he is very influential to younger people in Hopewell and would like to have the building released to him. 

	Wesley Frink, Ward 5, stated the condition of Hopewell did not just happen it goes back for many years. There have been boats and trailers sitting in yards without tags and nothing has been done about them. Trash and junk are located on lots throughout the City. He would like to help clean up the City. 

	Sid Hudson, a resident of Prince George and an owner of a business in Hopewell, addressed City Council with his concerns about how much Code Enforcement has changed over the years. 

	Larry Joyner, Ward 1, stated every time it is mentioned to “clean up the City” something gets in the way. Some of the people are good renters are some are bad renters. Most of the rental property is owned by a few individuals, which have blocked the rental program each time it is enforced. His question to the City was, why do we continue to let a few people run the City into the ground?

	Eric Jones, Ward 1, stated the whole street of East Broadway needs to be torn down. The houses, which have had five families living in them at one time, should never have been allowed to have that many families in them. These five families have now moved to another area in the City. 

	Bernie Hughes, a resident of Hopewell, stated one house on his street has different color shingles on the roof.

	David Walker, Ward 1, thanked City Council for addressing the rental issue and stated the City Point area is horrible. At 513 Brown Avenue, it is uninhabitable with roaches being a major issue. Other residences leave their toters out all week long, and there are many boarded up residences. 

	Tabitha Bugg, just moved to Hopewell and stated some of the renters, such as herself are afraid to speak up about poor conditions, because their landlord would kick them out. The landlords pass on the repairs to the renters as higher rent.

ORDINANCE 2013-21 [DENIED]

An Ordinance authorizing the vacation of a portion of an undeveloped right-of-way in the 200 block of North 7th Avenue in the Day Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia.

	WHEREAS, a request has been filed with the City of Hopewell to vacate the City’s interest in a portion of the undeveloped right-of-way in the 200 block of North 7th Avenue in the Day Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia; and 

	WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Hopewell has recommended granting the requested vacation.

	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that the vacation of the following described rights-of-way located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia:

ALL that certain piece or parcel of land located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, identified as a vacant portion of North 7th Avenue in the Day Subdivision, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia,

be authorized and doth hereby authorize the Mayor to execute, on behalf of the City of Hopewell, one or more deeds of vacation vacating such parcels, as well as a development agreement, after review of said deed or deeds and such resubdivision plat by the City Attorney.

	This Ordinance shall become null and void and of no effect if it is not recorded together with all deeds of vacation, and resubdivision plats in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of the City of Hopewell within 30 days from passage of this Ordinance, or if the involved property owners do not pay all costs.  The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for preparing the appropriate deeds to effect vacation, submission of said deeds to the City Attorney for approval prior to execution and recordation, and the recordation of said deeds, all in a timely manner.  The vacated parcels shall be assimilated into, and become a part of, each abutting property, in accordance with the resubdivision plat.  The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for effecting any resubdivision process necessary to accomplish such assimilation.  A copy of this Ordinance shall be sent to said parties by the Clerk of the City of Hopewell.
