ORDINANCE NO. 2014-15
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA, IN THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $10,000,000
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA, THAT:
It is determined to be necessary and expedient for the City of Hopewell, Virginia (the “City”), to undertake certain additions, improvements and enhancements (the “Project”) to the City’s Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility (the “System”) and to finance capital expenditures relating thereto by issuing the City’s sewer system revenue bonds (the “Bonds”).
Pursuant to the Constitution and statutes of the Commonwealth of Virginia, including the Public Finance Act of 1991, there are authorized to be issued the Bonds in the maximum principal amount of $10,000,000 to provide funds, together with other available funds, to finance the Project and to pay the costs of issuing the Bonds.
The Bonds shall bear such date or dates, mature at such time or times not exceeding 40 years from their dates, bear interest at such rate or rates, be in such denominations and form, be executed in such manner and be sold at such time or times and in such manner as the Council of the City may hereafter provide by appropriate resolution or resolutions.
The Bonds shall be limited obligations of the City, and the principal thereof and premium, if any, and interest thereon shall be payable solely from certain revenues derived from the System.
The City Clerk, in collaboration with the City Attorney, is authorized and directed to see to the immediate filing of a certified copy of this Ordinance in the Circuit Court of the City of Hopewell, Virginia.
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

RESOLUTION

HUMMEL ROSS ROAD
 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ACCESS PROGRAM 
GRANT REQUEST

At a special meeting of the City Council of the City of Hopewell held on September 23, 2014, on a motion by Councilor Edwards, seconded by Vice Mayor Gore, the following resolution was adopted by a vote of 6 to 0:
WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell desires to assist in the development of property for the purpose of economic development located off of Hummel Ross Road in the City of Hopewell, Virginia; and
WHEREAS, the Rock-Tenn Company has purchased property located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia and has entered into a firm contract to expand its facilities on that property for the purpose of producing liner board; and
WHEREAS, this new facility is expected to involve new private capital investment in land, building, and equipment of approximately $100,000,000 and the Rock-Tenn Company is expected to employ [270] persons at this facility; and
WHEREAS, operations are expected to begin at this new facility on or about September 1, 2014; and
WHEREAS, the existing public road network does not provide for adequate access to this facility and it is deemed necessary that improvements be made to Hummel Ross Road (“Access Project”); and
WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell hereby guarantees that the necessary environmental analysis, mitigation, and fee simple right-of-way and utility relocations or adjustments for this Access Project, if necessary, will be provided at no cost to the Economic Development, Airport and Rail Access Fund; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell acknowledges that no land disturbance activities may occur within the limits of the proposed Access Project prior to any construction activity on the Rock-Tenn expansion project as a condition of the use of the funding from the Economic Development, Airport and Rail Access Fund; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell hereby guarantees that all ineligible project costs and all costs not justified by eligible capital outlay will be provided from sources other than those administered by the Virginia Department of Transportation.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  The Council of the City of Hopewell  requests that the Commonwealth Transportation Board provide funding from the Economic Development Access Program Fund, for the costs associated with constructing an adequate roadway to the Rock-Tenn expansion site; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT:  The City Manager and/or his designee(s) be authorized to act on behalf of the City of Hopewell to execute any and all documents necessary to secure the funding sought through the Economic Development Access Program up to, but not exceeding, $250,000 in state funds.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT: The Council of the City of Hopewell hereby acknowledges that the new roadway so constructed will be added to and become a part of the road system of the City of Hopewell pursuant to § 33.1-221(Repealed October 1, 2014) (Funds for access roads to economic development sites and airports; construction, maintenance, etc., of such roads.) and § 33.2-1509 (C). (Effective October 1, 2014), (Funds for access roads to economic development sites and airports; construction, maintenance, etc., of such roads.) of the Code of Virginia.

WS-1 STORMWATER 

	Ben Leach, Stormwater Engineer, presented a power point, “City of Hopewell’s Stormwater Program-Stormwater Utility How to Pay for Compliance” (on file in the City Clerk’s office). The presentation covered the need for a stormwater program, the definition of stormwater, the Federal, State and Local issues driving the unfunded regulatory mandated program, how the City of Hopewell is impacted, options on funding, and possible discounts for residents and businesses of a stormwater program. After the presentation Mr. Leach fielded questions from City Council. 

WS-2 CURB AND GUTTER 

	Johnnie Butler, City Engineer, explained the process for curb and gutter throughout the City of Hopewell. The cycle of curb and gutter takes up to one year before it is put on the list for construction. The Virginia Department of Transportation district office, central office and the Commonwealth Transportation Board are all involved in the approval process. The City of Hopewell was just recently approved for curb and gutter work on Boston Street, Granby Street and Liberty Avenue for the near future. The Department of Public Works repairs or replaces curb and gutter throughout the City as needed on a budget of $40,000 to $50,000 a year. Two other ways of obtaining curb and gutter in the City include the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), which helps to fund low income areas, and the Citizen Participation Policy, which divide cost between the City and citizens. 

WS-3 LOVE SIGNS 

	Mayor Bujakowski thanked the numerous people for their work on the “LOVE” sign, to be unveiled at the Hopewell-Prince George Chamber of Commerce Grand Opening on October 9, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. Participants in the creation and building of the sign were Danny Riddle, Kirk Thore, Steve McDonough, Mark Shornak, Jimmy Jones, Neal Beasley, Becky McDonough, Wayne Walton and Mike Winn. The design was inspired by FOLAR and the influences and assets located in the City of Hopewell. The letter L of the “LOVE” sign is made of pilings with a bench to sit on, the letter O is a gear with two ears of corn for ethanol or farmers, the letter V is the convergence of the Appomattox River and the James River with a fish jumping, and the letter E is a patriotic tribute. The support and collaboration of City employees, City Council, material suppliers, and liaison Councilor Jackie Shornak are commended for their hard work and success.
