ORDINANCE 2013-01

An Ordinance authorizing the vacation of an undeveloped right-of­ way  known  as  Jones   Street  between  Sunnyside  and  Liberty Avenues in the Dupont Gardens Subdivision, Section 2, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia.

WHEREAS, a request has been filed with the City of Hopewell to vacate the City's interest in an undeveloped right-of-way known as Jones Street located  between Sunnyside Avenue and Liberty Avenue, in the Dupont Gardens Subdivision, Section 2, in the City of Hopewell, Virginia; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Hopewell has recommended granting the requested vacation.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that the vacation of the following described right-of-way located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia:

ALL that certain piece or parcel of land located in the City of Hopewell, Virginia, identified as a vacant portion of Jones Street as described on a plat entitled "PLAT SHOWING A RESUBDIVISJON OF A PORTION OF JONES STREET VACATED,  LOT  32,  BLOCK  5  &   A  PORTION  OF  JONES   STREET VACATED, LOTS 17, 18, 19, BLOCK 7, DUPONT GARDENS, SECTION 2 FORMING LOT 32R, BLOCK 5 & LOT 17R, BLOCK 7 DUPONT GARDENS, SECTION 2, HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA" prepared by Timmons Group dated February 18, 2013, Revised March 15, 2013, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof,

be authorized and doth hereby authorize the Mayor to execute, on behalf of the City of Hopewell, one or more deeds of vacation vacating such parcels, after review of said deed or deeds and such resubdivision plat by the City Attorney.

This Ordinance shall become null and void and of no effect if it is not recorded together with all deeds of vacation, and resubdivision plats in the Clerk's Office of the Circuit Court of the City of Hopewell within 30 days from passage of this Ordinance, or if the involved property owners do not pay all cost. The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for preparing the appropriate deeds to effect vacation, submission of said deeds to the City Attorney for approval prior to execution and recordation, and the recordation of said deeds, all in a timely manner.   The vacated parcels shall be assimilated into, and become a part of, each abutting property, in accordance with the resubdivision plat.  The party or parties requesting this vacation are responsible for effecting any resubdivision process   necessary to accomplish such assimilation. A copy of this Ordinance shall be sent to said parties by the Clerk of the City of Hopewell.
TAX RATE ORDINANCE 2013-02


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that there is hereby levied for the tax year beginning on January 1, 2013, a tax at the rate of$1.08 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on real estate, and vehicles without motor power used, or designated to be used, as mobile homes or offices within the entire City of Hopewell as it now exists; and there is hereby levied for the tax year of 2013 a tax at the rate of $3.05 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on machinery and tools; a tax rate of $0.10 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on one (1) motor vehicle used in the performance of his/her duties as a bona fide member of the Hopewell Emergency Crew as assessed by the Commissioner of the Revenue as tangible personal property and certified by said organization that said member was in good standing on January 1 and duly authorized to represent said organization; and a tax at the rate of $3.50 per One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) of assessed valuation on tangible personal property, except such items of household goods and personal effects as itemized under §58.1-3504 of the Code of Virginia, which are hereby excluded, but including the property separately classified by §58.1-3506 of the Code of Virginia, having to do with boats and water craft, and all other property not herein specifically described, subject to taxation by the City of Hopewell, except that real and tangible personal property of Public Service Corporations shall be taxed in accordance with Chapter 26, Title 58.1, of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.
ORDINANCE 2013-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA, ADOPTING AND APPROVING THE 2012 COST OF SEWER SERVICE STUDY FOR THE SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA AND THE SEWER RATES SET FORTH FOR CUSTOMER CLASSES TO BECOME EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2013

WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell owns and operates a public utility for the purpose of collection, transportation, treatment and disposal or certain wastewaters generated within the established service area; and,

WHEREAS, the cost of these services is of utmost importance for environmental protection of the waterways that border the City and the quality of life for its citizens; and,

WHEREAS, these costs are periodically reviewed and a cost of service study is required to establish equity and fairness of the rates and fees needed to maintain such public utility; and,

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Hopewell has the legal authority and moral  requirement  to  review  all  sewer  rates  and  fees  from  time  to  time  as needed and to make necessary adjustments to said rates by ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Hopewell held a public hearing at its Special Meeting on April 23, 2013 to solicit comment and input from the citizens and businesses of the City regarding the 2012 Cost of Sewer Service Study for the Sanitary Sewer System of the City of Hopewell, Virginia.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hopewell, that the 2012 Cost of Sewer Service Study for the Sanitary Sewer System of the City of Hopewell, Virginia be received and approved; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the following sewer rates are set for the customer  classes  so  defined  in  the  Cost  of  Sewer  Service  Study  to  become effective July 1, 2013.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA, ADOPTING AND APPROVING THE 2012 COST OF SEWER SERVICE STUDY FOR THE DISPOSAL OF FOREIGN WASTEWATERS & SLUDGE THE CITY OF HOPEWELL, VIRGINIA AND SETTING FORTH THE DISPOSAL RATES TO BECOME EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2013

WHEREAS, the City of Hopewell owns and operates a public utility for the purpose of collection, transportation, treatment and disposal of certain wastewaters generated within the established service area; and,

WHEREAS, the City’s Public Wastewater Utility, The Hopewell Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility also provides disposal services to outsider haulers of wastewater and these services are of the utmost importance for environmental protection of the waterways that border the City and the quality of life for its citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the costs of disposal of outside wastewaters and sludges are periodically reviewed and a cost of service study is required to establish equity and fairness of the rates and fees needed to maintain such public utility; and,

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Hopewell has the legal authority and moral requirement to review all disposal rates and fees from time to time as needed and to make necessary adjustments to said rates by ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Hopewell held a public hearing at its Special Meeting on April 23, 2013 to solicit comment and input from the citizens and businesses regarding the 2012 Cost of Sewer Service Study for the Disposal of Foreign Wastewaters & Sludges of the City of Hopewell, Virginia.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hopewell, that the 2012 Cost of Sewer Service Study for the Foreign Wastewaters & Sludges of the City of Hopewell, Virginia be received and approved; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the following rates are hereby set in accordance with the Cost of Sewer Service Study to become effective July 1, 2013.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – CODE ENFORCEMENT – RESOLUTION TO ADD CITY OF HOPEWELL TO LIST OF GOVERNING BODIES IN VA CODE 15.2-905 TO ALLOW FOR AUTHORITY TO PROHIBIT THE KEEPING OF INOPERABLE MOTOR VEHICLES, TRAILERS OR SEMITRAILERS

		Motion was made by Councilor Walton, seconded by Councilor Shornak to approve resolution requesting Delegate Rile Ingram to present to the General Assembly seeking amendment to Code of Virginia §15.2-905 adding the City of Hopewell to the list of governing bodies whom may by ordinance prohibit any person from keeping, except within a fully enclosed building or structure or otherwise shielded or screened from view, on any property zoned or used for residential purposes, or on any property zoned for commercial or agricultural purposes, any motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer, as such are defined in § 46.2-100, which is inoperable.

ORDINANCE 2013-07

An Ordinance amending and reenacting Chapter 2, Administration, Article II, City Council, of the Code of the City of Hopewell to establish City Council's inaugural and regular meeting schedule.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOPEWELL that Chapter 2, Administration, Article II, City Council, of the Code of the City of Hopewell is amended and reenacted as follows:

CHAPTER 2. ADMINISTRATION


ARTICLE II. CITY COUNCIL*
*Charter references:	City council generally, Ch. IV; election and terms of councilmen, Ch. Ill.



Sec. 2-25. Election and terms of members.

Beginning with the elections held May 5, 1992, the elections and terms of the councilors in each of the seven (7) wards of the city shall be as follows:

(1)      The qualified voters of the city who are residents of Wards 4 and 5 shall elect one (1) councilman per ward to represent their respective wards for a four-year term, with subsequent elections to be held every four (4) years thereafter;

(2)      Beginning with the election held May 3, 1994, the qualified voters of the city who are residents of Wards 1, 2, 3 and 7 shall elect one (1) councilman per ward to represent their respective wards for a four-year term, with subsequent elections to be held every four (4) years thereafter;

(3)      Beginning with the election held May 3, 1994, the qualified voters of the city who are residents of Ward 6 shall elect a councilman to represent their ward for a two-year term to expire on June 30, 1996. Beginning with the election held May 7, 1996, said voters of Ward 6 shall elect a councilman to represent their ward for a four-year term, with subsequent elections to be held every four (4) years.

Beginning with the elections held May 7, 1996, and continuing thereafter, all councilmen elected shall serve four-year terms.
(Ord. No. 92-23, 6-23-92)

Sec. 2-26. Inaugural meetings; regular meetings.

On the first Tuesday  in January next following the regular municipal  election, or as soon thereafter  as may be practicable,  the council shall meet at the usual place for the   holding  of  its  meetings   for  the  purpose  of  organizing  for  the  ensuing  term. Thereafter, the council shall meet on the second Tuesdays of each and every month; provided, however, that the council may from time to time continue, adjourn or suspend any of such monthly meetings, but shall in no case hold less than one regular meeting per month. (Code 1963, § 2-3)

Sec. 2-27.  Special meetings.

The mayor, any member of the council or the city manager may call special meetings of the council at any time, by giving at least twelve (12) hours' notice to each member, served personally  or left at his usual place of business or residence; provided, however, that a special meeting may be held at any time without notice, if all members of the council attend. The notice of the special meeting shall contain a statement of the specific items of business to be transacted and no other business shall be transacted at such meeting, except by the unanimous consent of all the members of the council. The mayor, any member f the council or the city manager, in calling such special meeting, shall notify the city clerk, who shall send out the written notices to the members  of the council and shall record a copy of such notice in the minutes of such special meeting. (Code 1963, § 2-4)

Sec. 2-28.  Repeal of ordinance not to affect liabilities.

No new ordinance  passed  by the council  shall be construed  to repeal a former ordinance  as to any offense  committed  against  the former ordinance  or as to any act done or penalty, forfeiture  or punishment  incurred,  or as to any right accrued  or claim arising under the former ordinance, or in any way whatever to affect any such offense or act  committed  or  done,  penalty,  forfeiture  or punishment  incurred,  right  accrued,  or claim arising before the new ordinance takes effect, save only that the proceedings thereafter had shall conform, so far as practicable, to the ordinance in force at the time of such proceedings. (Code 1963, § 2-5)

Sec. 2-29. Repeal not to revive former ordinance.

Whenever any ordinance, which has repealed another, shall itself be repealed, the previous ordinance shall not be revived without express words to that effect. (Code
1963, § 2-6)

Sec. 2-30.	Payment  of  expense  of  publication  of  certain  ordinances  and resolutions.

Whenever any ordinance or resolution granting any right or privilege to any person shall be published in a newspaper, as provided by law the expense of such publication shall be borne entirely by such person, who shall be deemed to have assumed such expense by the acceptance of the provision of such ordinance or resolution. Any officer or other person who violates the provisions of this section shall pay to the city the cost of advertising or publishing such notice. (Code 1963, § 2-7)

The [City/County] of Hopewell, Virginia (the “[City/County]”) is a member of the Riverside Regional Jail Authority (the “Authority”).  The Authority has issued its $61,755,000 Jail Facility Refunding Revenue Bonds, Series 2003 (the “2003 Bonds”) to refinance bonds issued by the Authority in 1995 to construct the regional jail.  
To take advantage of current low interest rates in the capital markets, the Authority has determined to refinance all or a portion of the 2003 Bonds to reduce debt service payments.  Such refinancing is to be accomplished by the Authority through the issuance of its Jail Facility Refunding Revenue Bonds, Series 2013 (the “Bonds”).  
In connection with the issuance of the 2003 Bonds, the [City/County] entered a Continuing Disclosure Agreement dated as of May 8, 2003  the “2003 Agreement”) in substantially the same form as the form of Continuing Disclosure Agreement (the “2013  Continuing Disclosure Agreement”) presented to this meeting.  The 2003 Agreement required the annual delivery of the [City/County]’s audited financial statements and certain other information contained in its comprehensive annual financial report.  
The Authority has advised that the issuance of the 2013 Bonds will necessitate the members of the Authority entering into the 2013 Continuing Disclosure Agreement to provide substantially the same information at the substantially the same time as the members are currently providing under the  2003 Agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the [City Council/Board of Supervisors] of the [City/County] of Hopewell, Virginia:
1. Approval of 2013 Continuing Disclosure Agreement.  The 2013 Continuing Disclosure Agreement is approved in substantially the form presented at this meeting.  The [The [City Manager/County Administrator], and such other officers of the [City/County] as may be appropriate, are authorized to execute and deliver the 2013 Continuing Disclosure Agreement, and affix and attest the seal thereto if needed, with such changes, insertions or omissions as may be approved by any of them, whose approval will be evidenced conclusively by the execution and delivery thereof.    
2. General Authorization.  Such officers of the [City/County] are each authorized and directed to execute and deliver on behalf of the [City/County],  and to do and perform such things and acts, as they deem necessary or appropriate to carry out the transactions authorized by this Resolution or contemplated the  2013 Continuing Disclosure Agreement, and are further authorized to assist the Authority in connection with the issuance of the Authority’s 2013 Bonds and provide the type of information previously provided to the Authority in prior bond financings for use in the Authority’s bond offering documents for the 2013 Bonds. All of the foregoing, previously done or performed by such officers of the [City/County], are in all respects approved, ratified and confirmed.
3. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
