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Patrick Copeland Site Rezoning Request: 

The Francisco Landing Development  

City owned property identified as Lots 1 & 2, Copeland Subdivision and Lots 1, 2 and 3, Block 

16, B Village Subdivision are the subject of a rezoning request that will be considered by City 

Council in September. The City of Hopewell entered into a legally binding Letter of Intent with 

W. E. Bowman Construction Inc. on July 11, 2017 to analyze the possibility of developing the 

property, formerly the site of Patrick Copeland Elementary School on Appomattox Street.  The 

Letter of Intent was renewed on January 5, 2018 for further analysis of the site by Bowman. Now 

satisfied with preliminary investigation and financial feasibility of the development, W. E. 

Bowman, as agent, is requesting to rezone the property from the Downtown Central Business 

Zoning District (B-1) to a Planned Unit Development (PUD) to move one step closer to their 

vision. 

The PUD zoning allows for a master planned development with a mix of uses with emphasis on 

the preservation of natural areas as open and recreational spaces. The B-1 Zoning District does 

not lend itself to this diversity of land uses or the open space requirements. The proposed first 

phase of Francisco Landing boasts 179 market rate apartments, a restaurant, two commercial 

sites, a promenade to the waterfront, a plaza for gathering and festivals, and the resurrection of 

the amphitheater located near First Baptist Church.
